fonds ou a d’autres ressources financiéres et tout autre instrument de finan-
cement des exportations;

Art. 2 Interdiction de livrer des biens a double usage

2 Les services de toute sorte, y compris les services financiers, les services de cour-
tage et la formation technique, 1’octroi de moyens financiers, les investissements et
les coentreprises liés a la vente, a la livraison, a I’exportation, au transit, au dévelop-
pement, a la fabrication ou a I’utilisation des biens, technologies et logiciels cités a
I’annexe 1 sont interdits.

3 L’interdiction aux termes de 1’al. 2 s’applique également aux autres biens qui sont
destinés ou pourraient I’€étre, en totalité ou partie, aux activités de 1’Iran dans les
domaines de I’enrichissement de I’uranium, du retraitement de combustible nucléai-
re, de I’eau lourde ou du développement de vecteurs d’armes nucléaires.

b. des armes de chasse et de sport, ainsi que leurs munitions, accessoires et pie-
ces de rechange.

2 Les services de toute sorte, y compris les services financiers, les services de cour-
tage et la formation technique, 1’octroi de moyens financiers et les investissements
liés a la vente, a la livraison, a I’exportation, au transit, au développement, a la
fabrication ou a I’utilisation des biens cités a I’annexe 4 sont interdits.

3 Les interdictions prévues aux al. 1 et 2 ne sont pas applicables aux transactions au
titre de contrats conclus avant I’entrée en vigueur de la présente ordonnance.

Art. 7 Restrictions au soutien financier des échanges commerciaux

13 décembre 1996 sur le matériel de guerre (LFMG)3.

3 Les al. 1 et 2 sont applicables méme si le transfert de fonds est exécuté en plusieurs
opérations connexes.

4 Les transferts de fonds relatifs a des opérations concernant des vivres, des
prestations médicales ou des équipements médicaux ou répondant a des besoins
humanitaires sont exemptés du régime de ’autorisation selon 1’al. 2.

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Art. 14 Devoir de vigilance des banques dans leurs relations avec
des banques iraniennes

Dans le cadre de leurs activités avec des banques iraniennes, les banques se confor-
ment aux principes de vigilance suivants, afin d’éviter que leurs activités concourent
a des activités nucléaires posant un risque de prolifération ou a la mise au point de
vecteurs d’armes nucléaires:

4L’al. 1, let. ¢, ne s’applique pas a la livraison de services d’assurance ou de réassu-
rance au propriétaire d’un navire, d’un aéronef ou d’un véhicule affrété par une
personne ou une entité visée a 1’al. 1, let. a ou b.

5 Les contrats d’assurance ou de réassurance conclus avant 1’entrée en vigueur de la
présente ordonnance peuvent étre honorés.

Section 6 Autres restrictions

Section 7 Exécution et dispositions pénales

Art. 20 Controle et exécution

I'Le SECO applique les art. 2 a 17 et 19. En conformité avec les résolutions 1737
(2006) et 1803 (2008), il notifie au comité compétent du Conseil de sécurité¢ de
I’ONU et a I’AIEA la livraison de biens, de technologies et de logiciels.
